Commanders Corner November 
 

     Hello AMVETS.  It is now the 11th of October and September completed by 5th month as your 
Commander.  As I said in previous messages, we have made adjustments to Post Finances in an at-
tempt to achieve fiscal solvency.  Last month I said the July and August data points while few, showed 
a trend to reducing losses.  In September we added a 3rd data point which showed a loss of $410.34 or 
an average loss for the last 3 month of $189.92 per month.  Still a loss but much less than the average 
loss of $3743.21 per month for the first 6 months of the year.  Actually, Iôm disappointed with these 
numbers because I expected we would be making a profit by this time to help pay down the 
$22,459.23 in losses I inherited for the first 6 months of the year.  It seems every month losses occur 
that turn a profitable month in a loss.  In August the walk-in-beer cooler had to be replaced which 
cost us an additional $2072 turning a  profit into a loss.  In September the annual contract for Utility 
Technicians cost us $1600  plus the free food for Labor day (Post Birthday) celebration added to 
kitchen losses.  In addition we had the cost of attending the National Convention.  This month we 
have a contract to resurface the parking lot which has not been done for 5 years for a cost of $3500  In 
addition both electric motors at our lift station failed last week which will be add between $2500-
$5000 to our October expenses or about $6000-$9000 in additional expenses.  The lift station pumps 
water from the Post to the city sewage lines and are necessary.  I want to thank local support of the 
Post over the summer months but  we  knew sales would be slow.  The plan was to see what effect ar-
rival of the snowbirds would have on increased sales before making further adjustments.  I apologize 
to members for not anticipating the unexpected losses when restructuring  the Post finances.  As I 
gather more data points we will make adjustments as necessary to get the job done.  
       At the last Membership meeting, members approved showing the NFL games Post on TV.  Dis-
cussed was the fact that all but one of 10 AMVET Posts across Central Florida were showing the 
game since vendors stopped showing the pregame show so no one sees a player kneeling.  Close to 
home, Lake Vets and the Moose show the NFL, although the local VFW does not.  The good news is 
that attendance at games is down. 
      This November we will vote on Amendment #3 which concerns gambling in Florida which may 
have a dramatic effect on the finances of all Veterans organizations (VFW, Legion, etc.)  We do not 
know the implications a ñYesò vote would have on Class 2 gaming, Ad Tbs, Cherry Machines, Bingo 
and other Post gaming but we do know that loss of this source of revenue will have a dramatic effect 
on Post finances.  We hope our 501 É(3) status may provide protection but it is an unknown.  The 
current guidance is ñVote NO on #3ò. 
       It is my high honor to announce the Volunteer of the Month for September is my PRO Iain 
Woolnough.  Iain not only volunteered to be my PRO and did an excellent job.  When the position of 
Adjutant opened up, he volunteered to fill that job as we.  Iain has been doing a great job at both jobs 
and has become a trusted friend and advisor  Well done Iain.
